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Recapitulation of the September 13" Student Health Insurance Info Meeting
To waive the Chickering Plan, personal plan must meet 5 requirements:
Added to agenda on 18 September per follow-up with Wendy Weaver:
- Plan must exclude pre-existing conditions
- Plan must provide coverage for inpatient and outpatient services anywhere in
the United States
- Plan must provide coverage for inpatient and outpatient mental health
services
- Plan annual deductible must not exceed $2000
- Plan annual maximum must not exceed $250,000.00
AMSA’s insurance plan does not meet these requirements!
Chickering Plan’s primary constituents are undergraduates, whose health services
needs are very different from those of graduate students; need to look at a separate
plan for medical students

AMSA PharmFree Scorecard — Ben Gray
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Northwestern received a score of “D”
