2. Student Health Insurance — Ben Gray

e Darren recently met with colleagues of the law school and members of the Graduate
School Council (GSC). There’s a sense that law students share a similar
demographic as medical students and have similar concerns regarding the NU
student health insurance. Graduate students have much of their health insurance
subsidized by their labs, but the GSC will be expressing some of their own concerns
in a formal report by January 2008.
